Finances were fine with $631.56 in 
the bank.  Annual budget expenses were about $600 with donations

groups in North Dakota is also a priority. 
 

The need for a newsletter was reaffirmed.  A quarterly electronic newsletter 
was deemed feasible.  Jennifer Hefter would pursue this.  Mark discussed the 

updated Activities section of the web site that contained documentation on 
all activities of the organization. 

 
For Autism Awareness Month, we asked for and received a proclamation 

from the governor.  A press release was made in conjunction with the state 
Department of Health.  A poster is also available on the web site. 

 
Election of officers was held.  On a motion by Sharon Solum, seconded by 

Jennifer Stroh, the following officers we nominated:
